After completing a school-based traineeship, you'll be fully qualified and can begin full time work, or
continue on to higher level study, including additional traineeships or apprenticeships. Upon completion
of a school-based apprenticeship, you'll be able to continue your apprenticeship from January in the year
after completing your HSC.
